2. The Total Undisputed Loss Claims listed on Exhibit A to the Petition are
approved as to both priority and allowed amount;

3. The Life and Health Guaranty Associations shall receive a distribution
regarding the Total Undisputed Loss Claims at the time and in the manner recommended
by the Liquidator and as finally approved by this Court;

4. The Court finds that the Total Undisputed Administrative Expenses listed
on Exhibit B to the Petition were necessary, reasonable, and incurred in the best interest
of the Estate; and

5. The Total Undisputed Administrative Expense Claims listed on Exhibit B
to the Petition are approved as to both allowed amount and as class (a) claims for the
“gxpenses of a guaranty association in handling claims”.

Further, the Liquidator shall serve a copy of this Order on all Guaranty
Associations which covered contractual obligations under the accident and health policies

issued by Reliance and submit an affidavit to this Court that such service was effectuated.

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PETITION FOR APPROVAL OF REPORTS AND
RECOMMENDATIONS ON UNDISPUTED LIFE AND
HEALTH INSURANCE GUARANTY ASSOCIATION CLAIMS
THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2009

Petitioner, Joel S. Ario, Insurance Commissioner of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, in his official capacity as the Statutory Liquidator (“Liquidator”} of Reliance
Insurance Company (“Reliance or Estate™), in compliance with this Court’s Order of
September 9, 2002 (“Claims Order”) and pursuant to 40 P.S. §221.45, respectfully petitions
this Court for an order approving his Reports and Recommendations on Undisputed Life and
Health Insurance Guaranty Association Claims (“Reports™) through December 31, 2009. In
support of his Petition for Approval of Reports and Recommendation on Undisputed Life and

Health Tnsurance Guaranty Association Claims Through December 31, 2009 (“Petition”), the

Liquidator avers the following:



BACKGROUND

1. Plaintiff, Insurance Commissioner of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, was

appointed Liquidator of Reliance pursuant to this Court’s Order dated October 3, 2001
(“Liquidation Order”) and the Liquidation Order directed the Liquidator to “give notice by
first-class mail to all persons which or who may have claims against Reliance.” See
Liquidation Order, 19 and 40 P.S. §221.24.

2. On September 9, 2002, and December 12, 2008, this Court entered its Orders
(“Claims Orders”) establishing a comprehensive claims procedure in furtherance of the
relevant provisions of the Insurance Department Act of 1921, 40 P.S. §§221.1 —221.63
(“Act™). The Claims Orders and 40 P.S. §221.45 require that the Liquidator present to the
Court a report of claims with his recommendation as to those claims. The December 12, 2008
Order requires the following information to be included in the claims report: “Claimant’s
name, address, priority class, allowed amount, and the particulars of the claim, including
whether the NOD was issued without Objection or after the settlement of an Objection.”

3. On November 19, 2007, this Court issued its Order regarding the
administration of guaranty association (“GA”) claims (“GA Claims Order™) which approved
the Liquidator’s Amended Petition to Supplement the Court’s September 9, 2002 Claims
Procedures Order to Address the Administration of Guaranty Association Claims. Pursuant to
the GA Claims Order, the Liquidator is only required to issue Notices of Determination
(“NODs”} for those GA claims which will not be allowed by the Liquidator or which will be
contested by the GAs. Undisputed GA claims, including both Joss and administrative expense

claims, are to be submitted for approval in accordance with the provisions of the Claims

Orders.



STATE GUARANTY ASSOCIATIONS

4. Most states have established GAs to provide a means for the payment of
covered claims under certain property and casualty insurance policies in order to avoid
excessive delay in the payment of such claims and to avoid financial loss to claimants or
policyholders as a result of the insolvency of an insurer. See e.g., 40 P.S. §991.1801-1820.
The Liquidator has previously filed reports regarding undisputed claims of property and
casualty GAs which this Court has approved.

3. Additionally, most states have established GAs which fulfill certain life,
accident and health contractual obligations of insolvent insurers. See e.g., 40 P.S. §991.1701-
1718. These GAs are independent legal entities created by statute in each state which assume
the contractual obligations of an insolvent insurer in accordance with, and subject to the
limitations set forth in, their governing statutes. See e.g., 40 P.S. §991.1703. In most states,
these life and health GAs cover the contractual obligations under accident and health policies
issued by insolvent property casualty companies which are licensed to write accident and
health insurance. Only the state of New York does not provide any GA coverage for accident
and health claims under policies written by property casualty companies. In Kentucky, the
property casualty GA provides coverage for accident and health policies written by property
casualty companies.

6. The National Organization of Life and Health Insurance Guaranty Associations
(“NOLHGA?”) is a voluntary association, organized as a corporation, and its members consist
of all the life and health GAs in the country. NOLHGA frequently coordinates the efforts of
its members in meeting their contractual obligations under their respective state statutes. In

the case of the Reliance liquidation proceedings, NOLHGA coordinated the effort of most of



its members (except New Hampshire) in fulfilling the contractual obligations under the
accident and health policies issued by Reliance. Later in the liquidation, Reliance worked
directly with those life and health GAs which had continuing contractual obligations. The
Reports attached to this Petition include the loss claims, allocated loss adjustment expense
(“ALAE”) claims and the administrative expense claims which were submitted by GAs
covering accident and health obligations under policies written by Reliance (“L&H GAs™)
and which are undisputed.

7. In most liquidation proceedings, including Reliance, due to the on-going nature
of the relationship between the Liquidator and the GAs, the GAs file omnibus POCs covering
all of their claims. By Order dated December 11, 2003, this Court authorized the GAs to file
omnibus POCs in lieu of separate proofs for each claim. All L&H GAs have submitted timely
filed omnibus POCs covering all of their claims.

RELIANCE ACCIDENT AND HEALTH BUSINESS

8. Reliance wrote several types of accident and health insurance policies,

including

a. group accident and health insurance policies, primarily for students, as
well as for business and foreign travel;

b. individual group accident and health policies for individuals who were
not covered by employer worker compensation policies; and

c. stop loss coverage for self-insured employers and for medical providers
which covered losses only above a specific or aggregate amount.
At the time of the Liquidation Order, these accident and health policies were being

administered by approximately 25 to 30 third party administrators (TPAs) across the country.



9. Effective August 1, 2000, prior to the Reliance rehabilitation or liquidation
proceedings, Reliance entered into a Coinsurance Agreement with Combined Insurance
Company of America (“Combined”). Pursuant to this Coinsurance Agreement, Combined
coinsured 100% of the liability for certain accident and health policies issued by Reliance and
covered by the Coinsurance Agreement (“Coinsured Policies™). The Coinsurance Agreement
contemplated that Combined would seek the necessary regulatory licenses and approvals in
each state and, once those were in place, the Coinsured Policies would be converted into
direct policies issued by Combined. However, the Liquidation Order was entered before all
of the Coinsured Policies were converted to direct Combined policies.

10. On October 26, 2001, the Liquidator submitted an Emergency Petition’ to
extend coverage under the Coinsured Policies until at least December 31, 2001, so that the
necessary regulatory approvals could be obtained to effect the conversion of all the Coinsured
Policies. On October 29, 2001, this Court approved the Emergency Petition (“Emergency
Petition Order”). This extension did not increase the liability of Reliance under the Coinsured
Policies because, after the date of liquidation, any claims under the Coinsured Policies were
the responsibility of Combined. On December 27, 2001, this Court further extended coverage
under the Combined Policies until January 31, 2002.

11.  In April of 2007, Combined entered into a Settlement and Mutual Release
Agreement with the Liquidator whereby all amounts due either party under the Coinsurance
Agreement were resolved and both parties executed mutual releases. This concluded the

liability of Reliance for any amounts related to the Combined Policies.

! Emergency Petition to Extend the Termination Date of Certain Policies of Insurance, to Approve a Settlement

CANCELLED ACCIDENT AND HEALTH POLICIES

12.  All accident and health policies issued by Reliance and not the responsibility
of Combined under the Coinsurance Agreement (“Cancelled Policies™) were cancelled
effective November 2, 2001, by operation of 40 P.S. §221.21.

13. In the fall of 2001, after the Liquidation Order was entered, NOLHGA (on
behalf of participating GAs?) entered into a Service Agreement with the Liquidator whereby
the L&H GAs agreed that the TPAs that were administering the accident and health claims on
behalf of Reliance at the time of liquidation would continue to process the claims, subject to
the limitations of the L&H GA statutes. This Service Agreement involved only claims under
the Cancelled Policies.

14, In the Emergency Petition Order described above, this Court allowed the
Liquidator to pay claims arising under the Cancelled Policies until January 31, 2002 so that
the L&H GAs would have time to obtain funding and put administering mechanisms in place,
as long as the claim payments funded by the Liquidator were considered early access
payments to the L&H GAs pursuant to 40 P.S. §221.36.

15. On February 4, 2002, the Liquidator filed a Petition to Modify the Court’s
Order of October 29, 2001 Regarding Certain Accident and Health Insurance Policies (“TPA
Petition”). The TPA Petition proposed that the pre-liquidation TPA structure continue to be
used for administering claims under the Cancelled Policies rather than transferring the
accident and health claim files to the individual L&H GAs. Terminating the use of the pre-

liquidation TPA system would increase costs to the Reliance Estate and would hamper the

2 New Hampshire was the only L&H GA which did not participate in the Service Agreement. The New
Hampshire Life and Health Insurance Guaranty Association (“NH L&H GA”) chose to fulfill its contractual
obligations independently and reported its ¢laims and expenses directly to Reliance rather than through the
NOLHGA coordinator,



ability of the L&H GAs to pay the claims under the Cancelled Policies efficiently and
expeditiously. Also, it was expected that, due to the short term nature of the accident and
health business, there would be a dramatic reduction in claims activity within the following
twelve months. Utilizing the existing TPA system would, therefore, avoid delays and
minimize the cost of processing the claims. This Court approved the proposal and the TPA
Petition on February 22, 2002 (“TPA Order”), which included allowing the Liquidator to
exercise his discretion to continue to prefund the claims under the Cancelled Policies and then
bill the L&H GAs for prompt reimbursement.’

16. In April of 2005, 16 of the 20 L&H GAs which had ongoing statutory
contractual obligations under the Cancelled Policies entered into an Assumption Reinsurance
Agreement (“Madison Agreement”) with Madison National Life Insurance Company
(“Madison”) pursuant to which Madison assumed responsibility for the remaining statutory
contractual obligations of the participating L&H GAs. Madison agreed to continue making
the payments for the participating GAs under the Cancelled Policies (some of which policies
required payments over the lifetime of a claimant through age 65 to 70) for a lump sum
immediate payment to Madison by the participating L&H GAs. This concluded all statutory
contractual obligations under the Cancelled Policies for the L&H GAs participating in the
Madison Agreement.

17. Only four of the L&H GAs who had projected ongoing contractual obligations

as of April, 2005, did not participate in the Madison Agreement: Florida, Kentucky,

3 The NH L&H GA continued to handle their own claims, without prefunding, and then reported their claims and
expenses to the Liquidator.



Missouri, and Mississippi (“Non-Madison GAs™)." The Liquidator continued to prefund the
claims under the Cancelled Policies through the TPAs for the Non-Madison GAs, and
beginning in 2006, claim payments were coordinated by Reliance claims staff directly with
the responsible individual L&H GA. Claims under the Cancelled Policies have concluded for
the Missouri Life & Health Insurance Guaranty Association, but minimal claim volume and
claim payments will continue under the Cancelled Policies for the Florida, Mississippi and
Kentucky L&H GAs.

RECONCILIATION OF LOSS CLAIM PAYMENTS

18.  Early in the liquidation, Reliance established procedures for ongoing review
and reconciliation of the claim payment information providéd by the TPAs which were
administering the Combined Policies and also the Cancelled Policies, the latter on behalf of
the L&H GAs. Although no automated data system existed, the TPAs were required to
submit formal funding requests with certain required information. The funding requests were
reviewed by Reliance claims staff on a monthly basis and compiled into a funding report that
would allow the NOHLGA coordinator to bill the individual L&H GAs pursuant to the
Service Agreement. If an issue arose with any individual claim or amount submitted in the
funding requests or if any claim data was missing or incomplete, the claim amounts were held
and not billed until the issue was resolved or the information was complete.

19.  Based on the funding reports, the NOLHGA coordinator issued bills to each of
the individual L&H GAs and acted as a central collection point for reimbursement to
Reliance. When the funds were remitted to Reliance by NOLHGA on behalf of the individual

L&H GAs. Reliance claims staff undertook an additional separate verification procedure to

* Additionally, the NH L&H GA did not participate in the Madison Agreement since they had already elected to
process and fund their own claims.



reconcile the amounts reimbursed by individual L&H GAs with the funding reports and the
billings issued by NOLHGA.

20.  From May through December, 2006, the Reliance claims staff and internal
audit staff performed a detailed retrospective review and reconciliation of the NOLHGA data
and billing detail on a monthly basis from the very first billing through the final billing in
2006. After the claims activity had substantially declined in 2006, due to the Madison
Agreement, the Liquidator undertook the billing process previously coordinated by
NOLHGA, as well as funding and reviewing the claims of the Non-Madison GAs. In
addition, the Reliance claims staff tracked and continues to monitor the L&H GA prefunded
claim payments reported by Madison pursuant to the Madison Agreement.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATIONS ON
UNDISPUTED L&H GA LOSS CLAIMS THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2009

21.  Attached as Exhibit A is the Report and Recommendations on Undisputed
L&H GA Loss Claims through December 31, 2009 (“Loss Report™). The Loss Report lists
the individual L&H GA claimant, their address, identifies the line of business and the priority
of the claim, and finally indicates the total allowed amount for each L&H GA. The total
allowed claims for all L&H GAs, shown at the bottom of the Loss Report, is $32,073,449.

22 Exhibit A includes only undisputed claims for losses and ALAE which were
paid and submitted through December 31, 2009, by L&H GAs covering accident and health
contractual obligations under policies written by Reliance. The L&H GAs are subrogated to
the rights of any person receiving benefits from them and the loss and ALAE claims
submitted by the L&H GAs are accorded a priority equal to that which the claimant whose

claim has been paid would have been entitled to against the assets of the insolvent insurer.



See e.g., 40 P.S. §991.1706(m). Consequently, all of the claims submitted in Exhibit A are
priority class (b) claims under 40 P.S. §221.44.

ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES OF THE L&H GAs

23, Certain administrative expenses of the L&H GAs are accorded a priority equal
to that of the Liquidator’s administrative expenses, pursuant to 40 P.S. §221.44 which
provides as follows:

The order of distribution of claims from the insurer’s estate shall be in

accordance with the order in which each class of claim is herein set forth.

Every claim in each class shall be paid in full or adequate funds retained for

such payment before the members of the next class receive any payment. No

subclasses shall be established within any class.

(a) The costs and expenses of administration, including but not limited to

the following: . . . . the expenses of a guaranty association in handling claims.

24.  The administrative expenses incurred by the L&H GAs include the following:

a) Consultant expenses incurred by the NOLHGA coordinator and allocated to
the individual L&H GAs;

b) TPA expenses allocated to the individual L&H GAs by the NOLHGA
coordinator for the administration of claims under the Cancelled Policies pursuant to the
Service Agreement; and

¢) administrative expenses incurred by the L&H GAs, individually, for general
overhead expenses allocable to Reliance, such as salary and rent.

25. With the exception of the NH L&H GA, NOLHGA coordinated the
administrative expense submissions of the L&H GAs through 2006. Thereafter, the

individual L&H GAs still incurring administrative expenses reported them directly to the

Liquidator. Currently, the only L&H GAs which could still be incurring administrative

expenses are the NH L&H GA which did not participate in certain of the agreements5 and the
three Non-Madison GAs which are still paying claims. Out of the three Non-Madison GAs,
only the Kentucky L&H GA continues to report administrative expenses to the Liquidator.

REVIEW OF ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSE SUBMISSIONS

26.  There was no automated data system for the L&H GAs to report their
administrative expenses, but the data submitted by spreadsheet was reviewed by the Reliance
Internal Audit Department which was also responsible for reviewing the administrative
expense submissions of the property and casualty GAs. During the desktop review process,
supporting documentation was requested, obtained, and reviewed for certain selected GA
overhead expenses. Based on these reviews, the Liquidator determined whether the
administrative expenses submitted qualified as “expenses of a guaranty association in
handling claims” and were, therefore, a valid class (a) claim. When questions arose regarding
any administrative expense submissions, supporting detail was obtained through the
NOLHGA coordinator, If the administrative expense submissions were. determined to be
duplicative or inappropriately charged to Reliance, the NOLHGA coordinator was so advised
and a revised administrative expense submission was presented. There are currently no
disputes between the Liquidator and the L&H GAs coordinated through NOLHGA regarding
any administrative expense submissions through December 31, 2009 because revised
submissions were presented which resolved the issues raised by the Liquidator.

27.  The general overhead administrative expenses incurred by the individual L&H
GAs were capped at 15% of paid losses for the individual L&H GA with certain limited

exceptions. A 15% cap was chosen based on a review of historical GA administrative

> The NH L&H GA is not included on Exhibit B due to certain issues which are still being resolved.

expense submissions. The exceptions to the cap included a) L&H GAs whose personnel
participated in the NOLHGA Reliance Task Force; b) any individual adjustments which
would be under $10,000; and c) a general minimum of $10,000 for administrative expenses
for an individual L&H GA with few or no claims or claim payments. These adjustments to
the administrative expense submissions were distributed to the L&H GAs through the
NOLHGA coordinator.

78 Once reviewed and verified by Reliance internal audit staff, the L&H GA
administrative expenses were periodically reimbursed. Through December 31, 2009, the
L&H GAs have been reimbursed, through the NOLHGA coordinator, for $6,445,970, which
is the total of undisputed administrative expenses.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATIONS ON UNDISPUTED L&H GA
ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSE CLAIMS THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2009

29, The Administrative Expense Report, attached as Exhibit B, includes the
administrative expense claims submitted by the L&H GAs through December 31, 2009 and
which are undisputed. The Total Submitted Administrative Expenses are shown for each GA,
as well as the Excluded Administrative Expenses due to the imposition of the 15% cap, with a
Total Undisputed Administrative Expense amount for each L&H GA. The total
administrative expenses submitted for all L&H GAs is $7,199,786, the total excluded
administrative expense for all L&H GAs is $753,816, leaving a total undisputed amount of
$6,445.,970 for all L&H GAs through December 31, 2009.

30.  All of the Total Undisputed Administrative Expenses listed in Exhibit B have

been determined by the Liquidator to be valid class (a) “expenses of a guaranty association in

handling claims”. Any administrative expenses submitted by a L&H GA after December 31,
2009, will be included on future reports if the payment amounts are undisputed.

RECOMMENDATION FOR APPROVAL OF L&H GA ALLOWED
LOSS CLAIMS AND ALLOWED ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSE CLAIMS

31.  The L&H GA loss and administrative expense claims reported on Exhibits A
and B, respectively, are undisputed and therefore, pursuant to the GA Claims Order, NODs
were not issued regarding these claims. Because NODs were not issued and the claims are
undisputed, no objections have been filed regarding these claims and the Reports do not
include a column indicating “whether the NOD was issued without Objection or after the
settlement of an Objection” as set forth in the December 12, 2008 Order.

32. The Liquidator believes that the priority class and the allowed amount
determined for the L&H GAs listed in both the Loss Report and the Administrative Expense
Report are appropriate, fair, equitable and consistent with the relevant provisions of the Act
and this Court’s Orders. The Liquidator further believes that the approval of the allowed
amounts listed in Exhibits A and B is in the best interests of the Reliance Estate, its
policyholders, claimants and other creditors.

33. Any payment activity after December 31, 2009, on loss claims included in
amounts shown on Exhibit A will be included on future reports if the payment amounts are
undisputed. Additionally, there may be adjustments to the payment activity for the claims
included in amounts shown on Exhibit A, which, if undisputed, will also be included in future
reports. As the Liquidator continues his periodic reviews of the L&H GA administrative
expense submissions, there may be adjustments to the Total Undisputed Administrative
Expense amounts listed on Exhibit B for each L&H GA. Those adjustments, if undisputed,

will be included in future reports. If a future adjustment or future claim is disputed, the



Liquidator will issue a NOD which will allow the L&H GA to dispute the Liquidator’s
decision as provided in the GA Claim Order and the other Claims Orders.

34,  Pursuant to 40 P.S. §221.45(b) and relevant provisions of the Claims Orders
and the GA Claims Order, the Liquidator respectfully requests that this Court approve and
allow the priority class and the allowed amount for the claims listed on Exhibits A and B. In
accordance with the Claims Orders, any distribution to the GAs based on the undisputed loss
claims listed on Exhibit A will be made at the time and in the manner recommended by the
Liquidator and approved by this Court.

WHEREFORE, the Liquidator respectfully requests that this Court issue an Order as
follows:

a) granting this Petition;

b) approving and allowing the Total Undisputed Loss Claims listed on Exhibit A
as to both allowed amount and priority;

C) finding that the Total Und.isputed Administrative Expenses listed on Exhibit B
to the Petition were necessary, reasonable, and incurred in the best interest of the Estate;

d) approving and allowing the Total Undisputed Administrative Expense Claims
listed on Exhibit B both as to allowed amount and as class (a) claims for the “expenses of a

guaranty association in handling claims™.
